There had been a few small areas that were mechanically damaged by personnel, 
but the customer said total repairs in 4 years totaled approximately $500.  

Quote from end user: “A $500 repair on one of these is nothing.  If we had 
installed regular insulation on it, we would be looking at completely replacing the 
insulation at this point. That would cost us $30,000 or so, plus shutdown time. We 
plan on using Mascoat’s coatings for all future insulation purposes when 
appropriate.”
